Training must be completed before being the only caregiver responsible for a Child in care and on an annual basis thereafter until the adoption is consummated.

Table A — Basic Service Level and Moderate Service Level & Texas Child-Centered Care (T3C) Service Packages
T3C replaces the service level system on how the state assesses the level of services a child needs.

When the child’s final placement is not a T3C placement, the service level shall be the service level which was the last authorized service level in foster care, with the exception of specialized and intense service levels. Payments for children at specialized or intense service levels shall be the same as for children at the moderate service level.  When the child’s final placement in foster care is a T3C placement, the specific Recommended Service Package is the relevant information to determine maximum amounts.  

The Short-Term Assessment Support Services Package is excluded as an eligible Service Package for purposes of purchased Adoption Services covered under this contract. 

The Service Packages listed in the table below are based on the child’s Recommended3 Service Package.

A. Provide demographic information on approved Child-Placing Agency adoptive homes for entry into the Information Management Protecting Adults and Children in Texas (IMPACT) automation system.

B. Provide updated information or changes regarding Child-Placing Agency adoptive homes listed in IMPACT.

C. Provide information to close Child-Placing Agency adoptive homes listed in IMPACT.
