However, we have applied but not yet received our Texas ID number. Some of the grant attachments request the Texas number on top.

Also, I see where I am able to upload an XML Bid Response.  Will it allow me to upload the other documentation required for this grant in PDF format?
	ApplicantQuestion: My CFO has identified what he believes is a discrepancy regarding match required. In section 5.4 of the RFP, it outlines a 50% match for counties under 250,000 population. On Form C expenditure and match page, it states at the top there is a dollar-for-dollar match.  We just want to make sure we are correct in planning a 50% match since no counties in our service area come even close to 250,000.

"Please Note: 1) The Expenditure and Match Proposal must align with project activities as described in the project narrative. Using this template, applicants must identify State Funds to be requested from HHSC and match provided to support the project; 2) The contract period will be twelve months. Please budget State Requested Funds and Matching Funds for a twelve month period;  3) Only costs that can reasonably be allocated directly to this grant are allowed;  4) Match requirements for this grant must be in accordance with Section 5.4 of the RFA;  5) Only non-federal or non-State of Texas funds can be used as match;  6) Each line in the expenditure proposal does not require dollar-for-dollar match; 7) Supporting documentation must be maintained for all expenditures, as well as for cash and in-kind donations of goods/services used as match;  8) Just like expenditure of State funds, cash match and the value of goods/services used to support the grant program must be reported on a monthly basis;  8) Use whole dollar amounts only.
