A. Section VI (B) (Termination for Cause) is deleted in its entirety and is replaced with the following: 


B. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE.

1. If Contractor fails to provide the services or goods required by this Contract or fails to comply with any terms or conditions of it, or if any of Contractor’s failures pose an ongoing safety concern to a Young Adult, as determined by DFPS, DFPS will terminate the contract in whole or part.

2. In addition to any other remedy allowed by law, Contractor will be responsible to DFPS for all costs incurred by DFPS and the State of Texas to replace Contractor. These costs include but are not limited to the costs of procuring a substitute Contractor and the cost of any claim or litigation that is reasonably attributable to Contractor’s failure to provide services or goods.

3. The termination will be effective on the date specified in DFPS’s notice of termination.
